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VI. CREDIT HISTORY: 

 

(i) The candidate applying shall ensure that, they maintain a healthy Credit history at the time 

of joining of participating banks. The minimum credit score will be as per the policy of 

Participating Banks, amended from time to time. 

 

(ii) Those candidates whose CIBIL status has not been updated before the date of joining, have 

to either get the CIBIL status updated or produce the NOCs from lender to the effect that 

there is no outstanding with respect to the accounts adversely reflected in the CIBIL, failing 

which the letter of offer may be withdrawn / cancelled. The final discretion in this regard 

remains with the allotted Bank.  

 

NOTE: Candidates with no bank account shall not be required to produce the CIBIL status. 

CIBIL Score requirement is not a pre-condition to apply.

Please note that candidates will not be permitted to appear for the Online Preliminary 

as well as Online Main Examination without the following documents:  

(1) Valid Call Letter for the respective date and session of Examination. Those candidates 

who are called for Main Exam will also be required to bring authenticated/stamped call 

letter of Preliminary Exam (along with authenticated/ stamped copy of the ID proof) 

(2) Photo-identity proof (as specified) in original bearing the same name as it appears on the 

call letter/ application form 

(3) Candidates reporting late i.e. after the reporting time specified on the call letter for 

Examination will not be permitted to take the examination. The reporting time 

mentioned on the call letter is prior to the Start time of the test.  

(4) Though the duration of the Online Preliminary examination is 1 hour, candidates may be 

required to be at the venue for about 2 hours or more including the time required for 

completion of various formalities such as verification and collection of various requisite 

documents, logging in, giving of instructions etc. 

(5) For the Online Main examination the duration of the examination is 3 hours 30 minutes, 

candidates may be required to be at the venue for about 4 hours or more including the 

time required for completion of various formalities such as verification and collection of 

various requisite documents, logging in, giving of instructions etc.
